What to Bring:
Sleeping Bag, Pillow, Ground
Pad, Air mattress or Cot,
Flashlight and/or Lantern (there
will be no electricity so bring a
flashlight), Toiletries & Towel
Swimsuit, Sunday Clothes - can be
casual (whatever works), Rain
Gear (I hope it is not necessary!)
Bible, Notebook & Pen, Fishing
poles, tackle, and license (only if
you want to fish. Day licenses
can be purchased at the park),
Folding Chairs for around the
campfire (If you have extras,
bring them. A few extras will be
available), Cards, games, board
games, entertaining stuff,
Camera, binoculars (optional), If
you have a NICE TENT, Notify me
and bring it. Otherwise, we will
provide a place for you to sleep.
There will be 4 people per tent.
State Park Stickers are required!
(Try to bring a car that has one,
purchase a pass, or make
arrangements with one of us to
meet outside the park and ride in
with someone who has a pass
